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From October 25 to November 7, a web-based awareness survey regarding the new school uniform was
conducted, followed by an opinion exchange meeting with students from nine junior high schools in the city
from November 18 to December 10. In response to these activities, a uniform selection committee was held
on December 18.

MANY AGREE ON "PLAIN/SOLID COLOR" AND "NAVY BLAZERS."

According to the results of the "New Uniform Awareness Survey," approximately 70-80% of elementary
and middle school students, over 60% of parents, and 80% of teachers responded that "matching solid
colors" or "solid colors in different hues" are desirable for the new uniforms. The reasons given were that
they are "simple, calm, and suitable for school uniforms" and that "solid colors are not influenced by body
type, preferences, or trends, making them fundamentally suitable for everyone." Regarding the color of
blazers, all groups—students, parents, and teachers—identified "navy" as the most appropriate choice.
Notably, more than 70% of parents and teachers, drawing from their extensive professional experience,
support "navy."

During the "discussion exchange meeting," the representative students approached the event with keen
interest and enthusiasm.

Q: Is there a need to change the uniform? How about allowing the current uniform to be worn as well as
switching to a new one?

A:  The "lwata District Uniform Selection Committee" is tasked with creating specifications for a new
uniform based on the report from the "Iwata District Uniform Policy Review Committee," which has
spent the past year considering the state of uniforms.

It is up to each middle school to decide whether to implement the new uniform based on the
specifications established by the lwata District Uniform Selection Committee. Additionally, if a new
uniform is introduced, each school will determine how to manage the wearing of the current uniform.

We hope that sufficient discussions involving teachers, students, and parents will take place at each
middle school regarding the appropriateness of introducing a new uniform and the policy for wearing
both the new and current uniforms.
